Another topic was retaining and providing green space for recreation and the environment.  Discussed LLBO’s plans to put up a building and parking lot on the west side of Dream Catcher Park, eliminating almost a block of green space.  Would like the city’s support in sending a letter opposing this project.  Will also be able to assist in GIS for green space, Comp Plan and other redevelopment for the city.  Will set a separate meeting with the council to discuss the redevelopment in further detail and get more input from the Council.

4.  Keith Karnes, LLBO DRM
presented a map showing the placement of the 400 trees in and around Cass Lake.  Discussed a couple areas where some adjustments may need to be made and also for him to work with Jason on all of the Gopher One locates.
